REPORTING INSTRUCTIONS

As of 12 DEC 01

Functional managers ensure the following information is passed to the student attending the FTU at THE 445 AW, WPAFB.  The following items will need to be listed on the applicable orders:

ARRIVE:  Day prior at WPAFB Billeting Office, Bldg 825, If arriving after 1800L contact the Billeting office at DSN 787-3810 Commercial (937) 257-3810.  If billeted in contract quarters call hotel to provide government credit card number, this will guarantee the room.  The student will need to pay for contract quarters on a monthly basis.

REPORT:  0800L Class Start Date, Room 165B, Building 101, Area C, WPAFB OH.

Government transportation not available, use of POV or rental vehicle required.

Ensure the student meets all prerequisites listed and has possession of all required clothing/equipment, including flight publications, T.O.’s, and checklists.

NOTE: The 445 FTU has limited equipment available and the student could be delayed if not in possession of the required flight gear or equipment.




Physiological training (Alt Chamber) not available. 

Physical exams are not available.

Arriving students must have current physical and altitude chamber through 30 days past graduation date.  Students must have records at sign in. 

The local unit for non-pipeline students must cut a current Aeronautical order. 

Students need to have in their possession a current Line Badge issued from their permanent duty station

Ensure ACQ students (a current C141C copilot upgrading to aircraft commander) have completed the Aircraft Commander Preparation Course (ACP) and successfully passed the end of course exam.   Student will need to have a letter from the training officer certifying the date of successful completion of ACP.  This will be collected during in- processing. 

All students attending the FTU must be in compliance with AFI 40-502 (The Weight and Body Fat Management Program).  Students who do not meet the weight and body fat standards upon initial check-in will not begin training and will be returned to their unit.

Contact your local travel folks and work out a system for the student to file interim travel vouchers on a regular interval.  For the near future students may be housed in contract quarters off base.  The student must have a government travel card and will need to be filling vouchers at least monthly to receive reimbursement funds. Suggest student set-up split disbursement to ensure credit card is paid off monthly.
