Base Support Requirements

Base support for the C-130 AMP program will be provided by the Government to the Contractor in accordance with AFMC FAR Supplement Clause 5352.245-9004

Introduction

During the EMD phase, Boeing will provide the necessary support during Flight Test Operations at Edwards AFB, CA.  Once Production begins, the following base support is required at each of the specified USAF Main Operating Base(s). As the prime C-130 AMP contractor, MDC is responsible for successfully modernizing and sustaining the C-130 fleet. This document is divided into two parts.  The first part describes the facilities and services required for Depot Maintenance by MDC at Hill AFB, Ogden, Utah and Robins AFB, Warner-Robins, Georgia. The second part describes the facilities and services required by MDC Field Service Engineering (FSE) personnel and Supplier Field Service personnel (subcontracted to MDC) at each USAF Main Operating Base (MOB) upon receiving their assigned AMP modified aircraft. 

I.  Depot Maintenance Support
Purpose.  The following describes the facilities required at both Hill AFB and Robins AFB in support of the efforts required under the C-130 AMP contract. The term MDC personnel, when used in the context of this document, will refer to subcontractor, as well as MDC personnel. 

Facility Requirements

Dedicated Facilities for MDC at Hill AFB

Dedicated office, work, and storage areas are required for MDC use. These facilities must meet the requirements of Air Force Regulation (AFR) 86-2.  The Government shall provide a dedicated office/work area of approximately 700 square feet, within or next to hangar facility in which C-130 AMP modification is performed, in accordance with Air Force Handbook 32-1084, Standard Facility Requirements. The Government shall provide MDC use of the allocated space on a rent-free, noninterference basis. Electrical power, water, natural gas and sewage line connectivity shall be provided to MDC on a rent-free, noninterference basis. MDC shall have free use of existing modular office facilities and may use, rearrange, or replace such modular facilities. Standard office equipment (desk, chair, bookcase, telephone, terminal space, etc.) will be installed and maintained by the contractor, and charged to the applicable contract. Additionally, the Government will provide the following office equipment:

Dedicated Facilities for MDC at Robins AFB

Dedicated office is required for MDC use while supporting aircraft PDM activity. These facilities must meet the requirements of Air Force Regulation (AFR) 86-2. The Government shall provide a dedicated office/work area of approximately 700 square feet, within or next to hangar facility in which C-130 AMP modification is performed, in accordance with Air Force Handbook 32-1084, Standard Facility Requirements. The Government shall provide MDC use of the allocated space on a rent-free, noninterference basis. Electrical power, water, natural gas and sewage line connectivity shall be provided to MDC on a rent-free, noninterference basis. Standard office equipment (desk, chair, bookcase, telephone, terminal space, etc.) will be provided by the Government. Additionally, the Government will provide the following office equipment:

Photocopy machine with auto feed and collate capability

Conference/Planning Area

In addition to the above requirements for both Hill AFB and Robins AFB, the Government shall provide access to an administrative conference and/or planning control room. 

Government Resources Required

Communication Services

MDC personnel at both Hill AFB and Robins AFB require both dedicated and nondedicated communication equipment and computer network with internet access to properly support their task. All commercial equipment required to provide these services will be installed and maintained by the contractor, and charged to the applicable contract. The Government shall provide access to the base LAN.

Personnel Support Services

MDC personnel will be provided base orientation packets that describe/address base regulations, restrictions, and services that are available to them, procedures as outlined in this plan, and any other concerns the base deems necessary.

MDC personnel will be provided emergency medical service. This includes emergency medical care at the incident location, or in base medical facilities, and rescue and ambulance services, if necessary.

The MDC area will be given the normal range of security services provided by resident Air Force agencies. The Government shall provide law enforcement services to MDC personnel, assigned facilities, and MDC equipment. No new or unusual security requirements are required.

The base Fire Department will provide services to MDC personnel, equipment, vehicles, and assigned facilities. Fire protection warning devices will be provided in a manner similar to those utilized at other base facilities. The Government shall provide installation and maintenance of these devices and training on their use. MDC will be provided fire protection services for personnel and equipment in the flight-line and runway locations in accordance with AFI 91-301, Air Force (AF) Occupational and Environmental Safety, Fire Protection, Health Program and AFOSH 91-56, Fire Protection and Prevention. 

The Government shall provide a first aid kit. The first aid kit shall have a wooden cane for removal of personnel due to an electrical accident.

Safety

a.
Grant access to all applicable safety regulations, including occupational safety and health standards, and Air Force safety directives. The contractor is responsible for compliance with all local base, state and federal safety regulations and shall designate a safety representative to interface with the government on all safety issues.

b.
Provide safety consultation and inspection service with regard to applicability and/or interpretation of safety directives. 

c.
In coordination with the Quality Assurance representative (QAR) of the contract administration office, investigate accidents, which result in personal injury to Air Force civilian/military personnel damage to government property.

d.
Provide traffic safety education in accordance with AFI 91-207 as required or requested. 

Security Clearances

  MDC Security will provide visitor notification and security clearance information to the appropriate USAF security office, to be determined.
Vehicle Registration/Identification Badges

The Government will provide identification badges and vehicle passes for each MDC employee requiring access to the base. MDC will prepare the appropriate forms required for an identification badge (Air Force Material Command (AFMC) Form 387) and vehicle passes for each MDC employee. The employee will present forms to Air Force Pass and ID.

Use of Base Material, Storage, Transportation And Handling Facilities

MDC personnel may require Government support for services and information provided by existing Government material handling, warehousing, and transportation agencies. It is anticipated that MDC personnel will require moderate use of these facilities. All transportation, warehousing, and material handling requirements for Government-furnished property will be handled by the Government shipping office.

Office Supply Requirements

Computer paper and general office supplies will be provided by the contractor and shall be charged to the applicable contract to the extent practical. Paper and office supplies, which cannot be identified to direct tasks, when they support multiple contracts, for example, are charged to the indirect MDC account.

Maintenance Management Services

Access to the Technical Publication Library. –  MDC personnel shall be provided access (as necessary to accomplish C-130 AMP tasks) to the Government technical order libraries normally available at the base level. 

Base Post Office Services – MDC shall be provided Base Post Office mailbox for receipt and delivery of official C-130 AMP related correspondence.

II.  MDC/Supplier Field Service Engineering Personnel
Purpose

This agreement describes the facilities required at each of the USAF Main Operating Bases in support of the efforts required under the C-130 AMP contract. Appendix A to this document list this installations where support will be required. The term MDC/Supplier Field Service Engineering personnel, when used in the context of this document, will be referred to as contractor, as well as MDC/Supplier personnel.

Facility Requirements

Dedicated Facilities for MDC at each MOB

Dedicated office, work, and storage areas are required for MDC use. These facilities must meet the requirements of Air Force Regulation (AFR) 86-2.

The Government shall provide a dedicated office/work area of approximately 848 square feet in accordance with Air Force Handbook 32-1084, Standard Facility Requirements.  The Government shall provide MDC use of the allocated space on a rent-free, noninterference basis.  Electrical power, water, natural gas and sewage line connectivity shall be provided to MDC on a rent-free, noninterference basis. MDC shall have free use of existing modular office facilities and may use, rearrange, or replace such modular facilities. Standard office equipment (desk, chair, bookcase, telephone, terminal space, etc.) will be installed and maintained by the contractor, and charged to the applicable contract.  Additionally, the Government will provide the following office equipment:

Conference/Planning Area

In addition to the above requirements for both Hill AFB and Robins AFB, the Government shall provide access to an administrative conference and/or planning control room.  

Government Resources Required

Communication Services

MDC personnel at USAF MOB sites require both dedicated and non-dedicated communication equipment and computer network to properly support their task.  All commercial equipment required to provide these services will be installed and maintained by the contractor, and charged to the applicable contract.  The Government shall provide access to the base LAN and to CAMS. In order to support classified/sensitive communications, MDC requires the use of an STU.

Personnel Support Services

MDC personnel will be provided emergency medical service.  This includes emergency medical care at the incident location, or in base medical facilities, and rescue and ambulance services, if necessary.

The MDC area will be given the normal range of security services provided by resident Air Force agencies. The Government shall provide law enforcement services to MDC personnel, assigned facilities, and MDC equipment.  No new or unusual security requirements are required.

The base Fire Department will provide services to MDC personnel, equipment, vehicles, and assigned facilities.  Fire protection warning devices will be provided in a manner similar to those utilized at all USAF base facilities.  The Government shall provide installation and maintenance of these devices and training on their use.  MDC will be provided fire protection services for personnel and equipment in the flight-line and runway locations in accordance with AFI 91-301, Air Force (AF) Occupational and Environmental Safety, Fire Protection, Health Program and AFOSH 91-56,.Fire Protection and Prevention.

The Government shall provide a first aid kit.  The first aid kit shall have a wooden cane for removal of personnel due to an electrical accident.

Security Clearances

 MDC Security will provide visitor notification and security clearance information to the appropriate USAF security office, to be determined.
Vehicle Registration/Identification Badges

The Goverment will provide identification badges and vehicle passes for each MDC employee requiring access to the base.  MDC will prepare the appropriate forms required for an identification badge (Air Force Material Command (AFMC) Form 387) and vehicle passes for each MDC employee.  The employee will present forms to Air Force Pass and ID.

Use Of Base Material, Storage, Transportation And Handling Facilities

MDC personnel may require Government support for services and information provided by existing Government material handling, warehousing, and transportation agencies.  It is anticipated that MDC personnel will require moderate use of these facilities.  All transportation, warehousing, and material handling requirements for Government-furnished property will be handled by the Government shipping office.

Vehicle Provisioning

Coordination with the base transportation office will be established to obtain Government special purpose vehicles (i.e., fork lifts, flatbed trucks) within base capabilities, on a short-term basis. It is recognized that Government-furnished transportation drivers will be required to operate these vehicles.

Requirements for special handling and oversized load handling may require base assistance on a case by case basis.  MDC will coordinate such assistance with the Government.

The Government will provide use of base fuel facilities for company operated flight-line vehicles.

Use of Government Warehousing

MDC will not require special warehousing for contractor or Government-furnished property under normal circumstances, other than temporary storage of delivered hardware.

Government Packing and Crating Services

The Government shall provide packaging, crating, and transportation services, to include GSA Federal Express and commercial shipping as required, for repairable items requiring shipment from the respective USAF MOB sites to repair locations.

Office Supply Requirements

Computer paper and general office supplies will be provided by the contractor and shall be charged to the applicable contract to the extent practical.  Paper and office supplies, which cannot be identified to direct tasks, when they support multiple contracts, for example, are charged to the indirect MDC account.

Maintenance Management Services

Access to the Technical Publication Library. – MDC personnel shall be provided access (as necessary to accomplish C-130 AMP tasks) to the Government technical order libraries normally available at the base level.

Maintenance and Manufacturing Facilities

Test Measurement Data Equipment (TMDE). – The Government will provide to the contractor calibration services for test, measurement and diagnostic equipment, and specialized hand tools, such as torque wrenches, to the extent of the base capability.  Support from the TMDE branch in performing calibration services will be at no cost to the contractor.  The contractor will provide calibration data requirements not available in the Air Force technical order system.
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
