The following data item deliverables will be delivered to the government on an “as needed” basis.  Distribution of these data deliverables shall be determined after contract award and shall be available electronically.

GENERAL INSTRUCTIONS

1.0 SCOPE.  This Contract Data Requirements List (CDRL) establishes the data to be delivered by the contractor and the submittal, inspection, approval, acceptance, and distribution requirements of all the CDRL items contained herein.

2.0 GENERAL. The Data Item Descriptions (DIDs) specified in the CDRL are in the DOD 5010.12-L, Acquisition Management System and Data Requirements Control List (AMSDL), 1 October 1998, as amended.  Tailored data items are included in the CDRL Appendix.

3.0 DATA SUBMITTAL APPROVALS.  An “A” designator in block 8 of the DD Form 1423-1 indicates the Government will formally reply to each data submittal with an approval within forty five (45) days unless otherwise specified on the DD Form 1423-1, Block 16.  This approval shall be for each data submittal unless exceptions are cited in the CDRL.  For those data items with no “A” in block 8, compliance with data item format and content requirements is mandatory.  The Government shall have the right to disapprove any data submittals not in compliance with contract requirements.

3.1 Documentation Marking (Distribution Statements).  The following statements shall be placed on the cover page of all documents delivered under this CDRL where there is a “D” in Block 9 of the FF Form 1423-1:

WARNING INFORMATION SUBJECT TO EXPORT CONTROL LAWS


This document contains technical data whose export is restricted by the Arms Export Control Act (Title 22, U.S.C., Sec 2751 et seq.) or Executive Order 12470.  Violation of these export laws are subject to severe criminal penalties.


Distribution limited to DOD components and DOD contractors only; critical technology (date of document).  Other requests shall be referred to OO-ALC/LIRA, 6030 Gum Lane, Hill AFB UT 84056-5825.

3.2 Contractor Imposed Distribution Statements.  Part 35, Subchapter F of the Federal Acquisition Regulations (FAR) stipulates control procedures for contractor controlled technical information in which the Government has limited rights.  If the document contains limited rights information, the following statement shall be assigned in lieu of the above distribution statement: 


Distribution limited to U.S. Government Agencies only; proprietary information, (date of document).  Other requests for this document shall be referred to the Training Systems System Program Office, ATTENTION: OO-ALC/LIRA, 6030 Gum Lane, Hill AFB UT 84056-5825.

4.0 SUPPLEMENTARY DELIVERY REQUIREMENTS.

4.1  All data deliveries shall include a reference to the contract number, data item number, title, and CDRL sequence number in the letter of transmittal.  The data itself shall contain the above information as well as the transmittal letter number.  The contractor shall place the complete distribution addresses at the end of the transmittal document.  In addition to those copies otherwise required by Block 14, the contractor shall distribute copies of the transmittal letter as follows:



One (1) original and one (1) copy to OO-ALC/LIRA



One (1) copy to the cognizant CAO

4.2  If resubmittal of data is required, data shall be resubmitted sixty (60) calendar days after Contractor Officer (CO) notification, unless otherwise specified.  Should the contractor disagree with resubmittal requirements, they shall submit their comments to the CO within fifteen (15) calendar days of CO notification, unless otherwise specified.  When resubmission of data is required, only pages requiring revision shall be resubmitted, unless otherwise specified.  Each revised page shall have changes indicated by a vertical line down the outer margin opposite the bound edge designating those areas that have been revised.  The document revision shall be indicated on the title page of the data items and each revised page. 

4.3  For each data item in the CDRL, the contractor shall clearly state in the final transmittal letter that this is the last submittal being made and that such last submittal is in accordance with the contract. 

5.0  DD FORM 250 REQUIREMENTS.  Block 7 of the DD Form 1423-1 directs the method of transmittal of data items.  It is the desire of the Air Force to reduce the total number of DD 250 submittals.  Individual DD Form 250s are required in all cases for final submission only of technical publications computer programs and media, and other data items listed in CDRL appendices.  All other submittals shall be via a letter of transmittal.  Acceptance of data via transmittal letter shall not constitute acceptance and approval for purpose of payment.
