Content.  The MEDL shall include the following:

10.2.1
Contractor engineering documents applicable to deliverable item(s) or services of this contract plus any additional data deliverables cited by the Contract Data Requirements List (CDRL), DD Form 1423.

10.2.2
Subcontractor, vendor, or supplier of engineering documents that are obtainable by the contractor in support of deliverable items.

10.2.3
Government/industry association specifications, standards, etc. which are referenced on contractor/vendor engineering documents.
10.3
Preparation instructions.

10.3.1
Size, Format, and Entry of Information. The size and format of the list shall be at the contractor's discretion unless otherwise defined by the procuring agency. The requirements contained in 10.3.3 shall be followed for the entry of information in the various blocks and columns of the list. 

10.3.2
Sequence. The engineering documents (drawings, lists, specifications, standards, etc.) required for a complete system or end item, shall be sequenced by main-group or main-assembly as follows:

Required Information and Sample Format:

10.3.3.1
Block 1, Contract Number. On each sheet, enter the contract number pertinent to the procurement of the complete system or end item which is identified by the top document number in 10.3.3.6.

10.3.3.2
Block 2, Revision Letter. When the list is initially prepared, enter a hyphen (-) on each sheet of the list. Each time any sheet of the list is revised, enter the appropriate revision letter (alphabetical sequence) on the revised sheet.

10.3.3.3
Block 3, Revision Date. When the list is initially prepared, enter a hyphen (-) on each sheet of the list. Each time any sheet of the list is revised, enter the appropriate revision on the revision sheet.

10.3.3.4
Block 4, Contractor.  On each sheet, enter the name and address of the contractor (design/preparing activity).

10.3.3.5
Block 5, Commercial and Government Entity Code (CAGE).  On each sheet, enter the CAGE Code assigned to the contractor/ vendor, as applicable, whose name is entered in block 4.

10.3.3.6
Block 6, End‑ Item‑System Designator. On each sheet, enter the end item/system designator (i.e., M915, XM1006, M1000, STE‑R) to which the MEDL applies. When a designator has not been assigned, the top assembly drawing number of the item shall be entered in this block.

10.3.3.7
Block 7, Sheet Number. On each sheet, enter the appropriate sheet number (i.e., 1, 2, 3, etc.). When only one sheet is required for a list, "Sheet 1 of 1" will be entered. When two or more sheets are required for a list (i.e., 10 sheets), the total number of sheets shall be included on the first sheet only and "Sheet 1 of 10" shall be entered in this block. When a sheet is revised and additional sheets are required, the additional sheets shall be numbered in alpha sequence (i.e., Sheet "1", “1A", "1B", etc.).

Block 8, Type of Document Code. Enter the type of document code which identifies the document whose number is entered in block 9. The type of document codes are as follows:

Block 9, Document Number. Enter the number of each document (drawing, list? specification, etc.) in accordance with 10.3.3.9.1 or 10,3.3.9.2, as applicable.

10.3.3.9.1
Prime Contractor/vendor Numbers. The document numbers of all procured and used vendor items shall be entered. Only those document numbers which identify the vendor item used (assembly number for an assembly, part number for a detail part, etc.) are required.

10.3.3.9.2
Additions and deletions of document numbers shall be reflected in this block as follows:

a.
Addition.  Entry of new document number to this list shall be identified by a single asterisk (*) to the immediate right of affected document number. This asterisk shall only appear on the revised list implementing a new document number

b.
Deletion.  A document number being deleted shall reflect a double asterisk (**) to the immediate right of affected document numbers. Subsequent revision shall not reflect a deleted document number which was shown on the previous list.

c.
In lieu of 10.3.3.9.2.a and 10.3.3.9.2.b above, a separate addition/deletion lists) may be provided as a supplement to the basic list.

10.3.3.10
Block 10, Sheet Number.  Each sheet of a multisheet drawing shall be individually listed if each may be revised and issued independently. When the first sheet of drawing, reflected in block 10, contains the revision status of all sheets, only one entry will be required, and this will be the total number of sheets for that drawing.

10.3.3.11
Block 11, Commercial and Government Entity Code (CAGE).  Enter the appropriate CAGE assigned to the contractor, subcontractor, vendor, supplier, etc., whose document number appears in block 9.

10.3.3.12
Block 12, Revision Letter (s). . Enter the latest revision letter(s) applicable to the document whose number is entered in block 9.

10.3.3.13
Block 13, Indenture Number.  Enter the indenture number applicable to the document whose number is entered in block 10. The number entered in this column shall indicate the relationship of engineering documents to the subassembly, assembly, main group, complete system, or end item, e.g.

Block 14, Source Code.  When items are source coded, the source code assigned to the hard item, delineated on the document shall be entered in this column. These codes are as follows:

Same as A. but depot only.

M. 
Field manufacture, procurement not justified.

Ml. 
Same as M. but depot manufacture.

P6. 
Parts which may be procured by open competition.

P7. 
Parts procurable only from selected sources.

P8. 
Parts which must be procured sole source.

U. 
Drawings, instruction sheets, parts not of maintenance significance, including obsolete parts.

10.3.3.15
Block 15, Rights Information.  Enter the code which identifies the rights status of the information on the document whose number appears in block 10. The rights status codes are as follows:

a.
"U" signifies that the Government has an unlimited right to use the document so coded.

b.
"L" signifies that the Government has only a limited right to use the document so coded.

10.3.3.16
Block 16, Part Numbers.  The part numbers, assigned to all parts used in the fabrication of the complete system or end item identified in block 5, shall be entered in this block. When parts are delineated on documents identified in block 10, the part numbers shall be entered as follows:

a.
When only one part is delineated on a document, the applicable part number shall be entered. When the document and part number are the same, the part number shall be entered.

b.
When two or more parts are delineated on a document (tabulated numbers), each part number assigned to the parts used in the end item or system shall be entered.
