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CONTRACT DATA REQUIREMENT LIST

GENERAL INSTRUCTIONS
1.
SCOPE.  This Contract Data Requirements List (CDRL) establishes the data to be delivered by the contractor and the submittal, approval and distribution requirements of all the CDRL data items contained herein.

2.
GENERAL.  The Data item Descriptions (DIDs) specified in the CDRL are in the DOD 5010.12L Volume II, Acquisition Management System and Data Requirements Contract List (AMSDL) and the Acquisition Streamlining and Standardization Information System (ASSIST) (http://dodssp.daps.mil/assist.htm). 

3.
TAILORED DATA ITEMS.  The tailoring instructions are listed in Block 16 of each affected DD Form 1423.  If the data preparation instructions contained in Block 16 of the DD Form 1423 are different from the instructions contained in Block 10 of the DD Form 1664, the DD Form 1423 instructions shall govern.

4.
DATA  APPROVALS.  The following definitions apply to Block 8 of the DD Form 1423:


a.
The use of an "A" designator in Block 8 indicates that government approval of the identified document is required to assure that the contractor is sufficiently prepared to proceed to the next phase of the contract in addition to verifying compliance with the DID and CDRL requirements.  The government shall respond by issuing a Contracting Officer (CO) letter to the contractor within 45 calendar days from receipt of document.  If no response is received approving or disapproving any approval data items within this 45-day period, the contractor shall assume that the data item is approved.  (This does not apply to Engineering Change Proposals (ECPs) and Contract Change Proposals (CCPs).)


b.
Unless otherwise specified, the contractor shall incorporate recommended changes/revisions and resubmit identified document within thirty (30) calendar days after receipt of such recommendations.


c.
The absence of an "A" in Block 8 does not relieve the contractor of the responsibility of compliance with applicable regulations, standards, procedures, etc.  All data submissions are subject to review and approval by the procuring agency for departure of said compliance.


d.
Data submittal requirements shall not be considered to have been met until the procuring agency has determined that all contractual requirements have been met regarding the identified data.

Note:  Flow time specified in Blocks 12 and 13 are shown in calendar days unless otherwise stated on the DD Form 1423.  Data with a CDRL submittal date which falls on Saturday, Sunday, or a legal holiday shall be due on the first following work day.

5.
MODIFICATION OF DATA REQUIREMENTS.  During the performance of this contract, the CO may unilaterally increase or decrease the number of addresses and/or number of copies the technical office; or may make other administrative or clarification changes to the CDRL.


a.
The amendment shall be at no change in contract price provided that the increase for an individual line item of data shall not be greater than 150% nor decrease less than 50% in the total number of copies initially specified in the CDRL.  In the event of an increase greater than 150% or of a decrease greater than 50%, the parties will negotiate any equitable adjustment in accordance with the procedures of the “Changes” clause.


b.
The CO may unilaterally make other administrative and clarification changes to the CDRLs.  The contract price will constitute full satisfaction of any entitlement of equitable adjustments under the “Changes” clause provided the Contractor agrees to accept such change at no change in contract price.  Unilateral action shall be by the issuance of a CO’s letter, which will reference this paragraph as its authority.  The Contractor shall notify the CO of the estimated cost if the changes impact the contract price.

6.
DATA PREPARATION.

a.
Electronic Document Delivery ‑ Specific Requirements:  Electronic delivery of CDRL documents must comply with the following specifications:  



(1)
The contractor shall use software compatible with current versions of Microsoft Office Suite (Word, EXCEL, PowerPoint, and Project) utilized by the various C-141 ATS team locations.  As the versions of this software change over time, the Government reserves the right to require version updates by all parties, at no additional cost to the Government.  The CO shall cite this paragraph as authority for the change. 



(2)
The contractor shall review the possibilities of utilizing the Internet for electronic submission of data/documents to the maximum extent practicable.  If communications links are unavailable for a period of 48 hours, the contractor shall deliver the documentation by electronic media.



(3)
It shall be the responsibility of the contractor to electronically notify a designated representative from each office of the updated and/or newly created CDRL documentation as it becomes available for review, in accordance with CDRL delivery requirements.  E‑mail addresses will be provided to the contractor.

b.
Document Delivery:  Data submitted by the contractor shall conform to the quality requirements specified in the government directives for each data item.  



(1)
Changed/revised pages shall have changes indicated by a vertical line (change bar) down the outer margin opposite the bound edge designating those areas that have been revised.  The document revision shall be indicated on the title page and each revised page of the data item submittal



(2)
If the data item has not changed since the last submittal, a contract’s letter shall be submitted stating that no changes have occurred.

7.
DOCUMENTATION MARKING.

a.
Block 9 on the DD Form 1423s designates the requirements for which of the following distribution statement(s) shall be placed on the cover page; with the appropriate document (except engineering drawings, which shall be marked on the top sheet):

:

Distribution Statement B:  “Distribution authorized to U.S. Government Agencies only (proprietary information) (date of submittal).  Other requests for this document shall be referred to the Training System Product Group, ATTENTION: ASC/YWMB, 2300 D Street, Wright‑Patterson AFB OH 45433‑7249.” 

Distribution Statement D:  “Distribution authorized to the Department of Defense (DOD) and DOD contractors only (critical technology) (date of submittal).  Other request shall be referred to the Training System Product Group, ATTENTION: ASC/YWMB, 2300 D Street, Wright‑Patterson AFB OH 45433‑7249.” 


b.
Contractor Imposed Distribution Statements.  Part 35, subchapter F. of the Federal Acquisition Regulation (FAR) stipulates control procedures for contractor controlled technical information in which the government has limited rights.  These procedures shall be followed as described in AFR‑83‑3.


c.
ADDITIONAL NOTICES.  In addition to the distribution statement, the following notices will be used when appropriate.

All technical documents that are determined to contain export‑controlled technical data will be marked:

For unclassified, limited document:  "Destroy by any method that will prevent disclosure of contents or reconstruction of the document.”

For classified documents:  Follow the procedures in DoD 5220.22-M, National Industrial Security Program Operating Manual, Section 5-705, or DoD 5200.1-R, Information Security Program Regulation, Chapter IX.

8.
METHOD OF TRANSMITTAL.


a.
A letter of transmittal shall accompany all data submittals delivered on hard copy or electronically.  The letter of transmittal shall include as a minimum: reference to the contract number, program name, data item number, title/subtitle, CDRL sequence number, revision level, and any contractor's control number assigned to that data.  The data itself shall contain the above information as well as the letter of transmittal number.


b.
The contractor shall place a complete list of the addresses at the end of the letter of transmittal.  The contractor shall annotate the data recipients (as listed in Block 14 of the DD Forms 1423) and letter of transmittal only recipients as well as the number of copies distributed to each.  In addition to sending the data to the distribution, the original transmittal document shall concurrently be sent to ASC/YWMB (Contracting Officer).


c.
All CDRL documentation shall be submitted to the Training System Support Center (TSSC).


d.
For each data item in the CDRL, the contractor shall clearly state in the final letter of transmittal that this is the last submittal being made and that all contractual requirements concerning that data item have been fulfilled.
